Once a book is chosen, the child listens to it while 
it is being read to them.  Upon completion of the book, there are online quizzes, 
games, and lesson plans for the parent.  This allows the child and the parent the 
opportunity to monitor the reading comprehension and promotes early learning 
for pre-schoolers.

 The Seymour Johnson Historical Digital Collec-
tion is a collaborative effort between the base library and 
the base history office to preserve and provide access to 
images, documents, and artifacts depicting the history of 
the 4th Fighter Wing and SJAFB.  The collection currently 
consists of emblems, lineage and honor histories of units 
under the 4th Fighter Wing umbrella; 4th Fighter Wing 
commander pictures and biographies; aircraft flown by 
Seymour Johnson and 4th Fighter Wing controlled units; 
and images, documents, and artifacts related to all military 
conflicts in which 4th Fight Wing units have taken part. 

 The goal of this project is to digitally preserve all 
aspects of 4th Fighter Wing and SJAFB history.  In the fu-
ture we hope to include back issues of “Seymour Scope,” 
the base newspaper, as well as oral interviews and per-
sonal recollections from veterans based at Seymour John-
son.  We welcome any suggestions to improve this collec-
tion.
